PARISH BOUNDARIES The area of the Roman
Catholic Parish of Ware is as follows:

- The nine civil parishes of Eastwick, Gilston,
Great Amwell, Hunsdon, Stanstead Abbots,
Thundridge, Ware Town, Wareside and Widford.
- Those parts of Bengeo and Sacombe civil
parishes east of the A602.

Note 1: By agreement between Hertford and
Ware parishes, and with the consent of the
Diocese, the A10 becomes the boundary between
the parishes from where it crosses the River Lea
Navigation to where it meets Hoddesdon Parish
boundary opposite Dells Wood and midway
between the Hertford Road and Hailey Lane
Crossing.

Note 2: The Stanstead St. Margarets boundary
with Broxbourne borough is adjusted northwards
between Ware Road and Stanstead Road to place
the properties in St. Margaretgs Road - on both
sides - into the Hoddesdon parish
